Mill Alley, between Mill and High on East ¥3in Eugene was identified as a prospect
for a test of roller compacted concrete. RCC paveésare a dry mix of portland cement

and aggregates that can be rolled into place, rikelasphalt paving. With a continuous

pour, no joints needed and rapid set time, RCCpaws can be driven on within a few

hours.

The original concrete alley was removed for thé segment, of 14 feet wide by 101 feet
in length. The project took two work weeks; howewernormal situations once the
pavement is roller compacted into place, driving bagin in just a few hours.
